TRAINING LEVEL THREE-DAY EVENT TEST

POLICY

Definition: To preserve the Classic Three-day Format that includes Phases A & C (Roads & Tracks), B (Steeplechase), D (Endurance), that  provides the necessary experience to produce a higher level of horsemanship by combining educational components in conjunction with a competition format.  There must be a clear educational emphasis to this competition.  

General requirements

USEA Registration:

Offered in conjunction with a USEA Recognized Competition, an additional registration fee is not required, but the organizer must complete a separate registration application from the recognized competition. 

Offered outside the purview of USEA Recognized Competition, a registration fee of $25.00 will be assessed.    

The location, date and contact for the Test will be published as a line listing in each issue of the Omnibus and website.  

Membership/Qualifications:

Horses and riders must be registered/members of the USEA.

Horse and rider, not necessarily as a combination must have obtained a NQR at four horse trials at the Training level or established to compete at preliminary or higher.  At least one qualifier must be the same horse/rider combination.
NQR: 

Dressage: No more than 50 penalty points

Cross-country: No cross-country jump penalties and no more than 36 time penalties

Show Jumping: No more than 16 jump penalties. 

At least one qualifier must be achieved within 3 months of the competition and completed 10 days prior to the first dressage test. 
Officials:

USEF Licensed Eventing Technical:  Small ‘r’ is acceptable, but suggests an experienced official
USEF Licensed Eventing Judge (s):  Ground Jury may consist only of a President. The President must be a Licensed Eventing Judge: Small ‘r’ is acceptable.  Additional judges may be a USEF Licensed Dressage Judge or a graduate of the USEA Training Program.  

Course Designer: License not required, but must attend a USEA Course Design Seminar once every three years.  

Safety Coordinator – the organizer may act in this capacity. It is recommended having a dedicated person for this role, especially for cross-country day. A Safety Coordinator is required in a recognized competition.

Licensed/Certified EMT/Paramedic who is pre-hospital trauma trained on grounds for entire competition - but only encouraged for the educational practice sessions that often precede the actual test.

Veterinarian present on grounds during both cross-country and show jumping phases.  

Educational Components:

Organizers are strongly encouraged to offer “mini-clinics” with knowledgeable horseman of the Classic Format, i.e. upper level competitors, event officials and veterinarians, in conjunction with the Event that would provide the necessary education to safely compete in the classic format and build a solid base of good horsemanship skills.  Following are suggestions of educational activities that should be part of the curriculum:

1300m – 1560m  
(Acceptable: 1040 – 1560m)




Jumping Efforts: 4-6



Height of brush fence :   3’3’ – 3’6”

Phase C:

220 mpm 



20-25 minutes




3200m – 4000m
(Acceptable: 1600-4000m)




C hold allowable if conditions warrant.

Phase D:

450-470 mpm

(Acceptable: 420 – 470 mpm) 




5-6 minutes




2250 – 2700m @ 420-450 mpm or 2350m-2820m @ 470 mpm
